Tailor Ladies work is important field for self employment especially for women. At present stitching work is more costly therefore a wide place for self employment. In the Karauli district most of population living in rural areas and the district fall in tribal belt &dang, hilly area. The lack of population literacy in rural and in the rural women it has very less so that type vocational training is very important not only for self employment but also women empowerment.  

2. Plan, Implement and Support: - She has been trained through 80 Days vocational training of Tailor Ladies. After 80 days vocational training on tailor ladies conducted by KVK, and discussion with Extension Scientist she became motivated towards stitching work on her village.  .

3. Out Put and Outcome: - She was unemployed before the training but after the training her improve the skills in the tailoring field and KVK Extension scientist also motivate to her for self employment and now she is getting 8000/ Rupees per month to the tailoring job. She is also trained to rural girls in summer and winter vacation and leader of self help group.

In this motivation virendra  established  a 2000sq meter poly house with help of Horticulture department. 

3. Output:-To grow pre and off season vegetables he has getting 60000/ Rupees per month from the Poly house.

4. Outcome: - Virendra get nil rupees before job but after training he started self entrepreneur and now he getting about Rs. 8 to10 Lakh/per year.

5. Impact: - Now he takes chilli, tomato, cucumber and other green vegetables. All the production sold in Hindaun city market and takes good price of products due to pre season higher quality produce. The annual income From his intervention touches Rs. 8-10 lakh / year.
